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Introduction

You are operating as the district’s homeless liaison under the McKinney-Vento Homeless Assistance Act, 42
U.S.C. 11431 et seq. at the federal level, implemented in New Jersey under Chapter 17 of New Jersey Ad-
ministrative Code, Title 6A — Education. As required by code, the district homeless liaison is the district’s
superintendent or his or her designee.

So who is homeless? What constitutes homelessness? There are a number of useful buzzwords that will help
you determine if a family is homeless. Generally, you need to consider® whether the living situation is:

i temporary, and

9 out of necessity

9 living with friends or family members in a house or apartment

The Federal definition of homelessness is “lacking fixed, regular, and adequate nighttime shelter,” Some of
the living situations you will find displaced families/individuals residing in are:
1 hotels/motels
1 shelters
9 transitional housing
1 public or private places not designed for sleeping accommodations, i.e., vehicles, tents, parks, aban-
doned buildings, bus/train stations, and temporary shelters provided to migrant workers (and chil-
dren) on farm sites. WHEN MAKING A DETERMINATION, EACH MUST BE REVIEWED
ON A CASE-BY-CASE BASIS.

This brings us to the most important point: CHANGING SCHOOL IS DIFFICULT. As the homeless liai-
son, do your best to keep school consistent. You are unable to control when someone moves, but if you can
keep school consistent while everything else is in flux, you’re doing right by the student and following the
law.

Tuition

Different homeless situations will arise and each will require different action on your part. There are two sit-
uations when you will engage another district in a tuition agreement. Tuition agreements (billed or received)
SHOULD be documented and approved by the Board of Education. Please consult your Business Adminis-
trator for the appropriate procedure.

The table below breaks down the four situations you will encounter.

During First Year: Student is homeless from the district of residence (DOR) and lives in a district of
temporary residence (DOTR).

No Tuition DOTR Bills DOR Tuition
DOR Transports (Transport comparable to others in district)

After One Year: Student remains homeless but is domiciled in district of temporary residence (DOTR).

NJAC 6A:276.2 In implementing the transportation services required for a home-
less child, district boards of education shall explore alternatives and provide the
most economical and safest mode of transportation

If a student (family) is in one town (same LEA) for one calendar year from the date of becoming displaced,
they are domiciled. They remain McKinney-Vento eligible, and may continue to attend the same school;
however, the tuition agreement expires and fiscal responsibility is assigned to the district of temporary resi-
dence (domicile). Terminating a tuition agreement SHOULD also be documented and approved by the Board
of Education. Please consult your Business Administrator for the appropriate procedure. If a student (family)
moves to a different town (different LEA) prior to one calendar year, the one year clock restarts for the Dis-
trict of Residence.



The State of New Jersey is billed for tuition when:

1. The student’s district of residence cannot be determined

2. The district of residence is from outside of the State of New Jersey

3. If the child resides in a Department of Community Affairs licensed emergency shelter or transi-
tional living facility due to domestic violence for more than one year, PLEASE REFER TO
NJAC 6A:17-2.8(c) in the appendix

How Do I Identify Students and FamiliesExperiencing Homelessnes?

There are three basic ways that a homeless student or students will come to your attention:

1. Attempting to register for school
2. Requesting transportation or other services while already enrolled
3. Receiving a phone call, letter, email, or tuition bill from another district

Attempting to Register for School

When a family attempts to register a child for school, lack of required documentation may be a sign that they
are experiencing homelessness. Examples include not having a lease, and/or missing birth certificates, vac-
cination records, etc. In the best case scenario, your district will have a registration form. If the family is at-
tempting to register in your district, you SHOULD be contacted from the person responsible for registration,
asking you to contact and/or meet with the family.

Requesting Transportation (or other ®rvices) While Already Enrolled

You may be asked to investigate a homeless situation by staff and faculty members in whom the family has
confided. For example, an attendance secretary may call a family to inquire about absences, and then refer
the family to you once it is learned that the family is staying in a motel. Sometimes, you will get a fax report
from your County Board of Social Services alerting you to a family placement in a homeless shelter. Other
times, a family will call the transportation department to request a bus to a motel or a friend’s home. You will
have to investigate these situations to determine if the family is homeless under McKinney-Vento.

Receiving a Phone Call, Letter, or Tuition Bill From Another District

You are supposed to receive notification of a homeless student registering in another district within 24 hours,
but that doesn’t always happen. Sometimes you will get a phone call or email from the liaison; other times,
you will receive a letter. The least desirable situation is when the board office calls or emails to ask you if
you knew about a student or situation for which they received a tuition bill. If the paperwork appears to
clearly show that the family is homeless, you can accept it, but it is always advisable to verify the situation
with the family. Of course, when dealing with tuition bills, you must seek board approval.



Quick-Start Guide (What Do | have ToDo?)

Having established working definitions of homelessness, you may be wondering, “OK, but what am I sup-
posed to do?” Below, you will find the most typical situations you will encounter, and a list of things you
should do in follow up, whether that means enrollment or requesting transportation.

Student who previously attended another Dstrict of Residencg DOR), registers for shool in your district (District Of
Temporary Residencg(DOTR)

Interview, in person or by phone, preferably during registration, the parent or adult who registered the
student to confirm McKinney-Vento eligibility. Make notes on the Enroliment Questionnaire.

Be sure to notify the parent that they are allowed, by law, to request transportation back to the district of
origin. Have parent document decision on the Enrollment Questionnaire.

Complete the needs assessment form if the student requires services (backpacks, tutoring, etc.) and send
it the Camden County Educational Services Commission. “homeless@camdenes.org”

Determine the District of Residence. THIS CAN BE COMPLICATED, ESPECIALLY | FTHE
FAMILY HAS MOVED MULT IPLE TIMES AND BETWEEN MUNICIPAL ITIES.

Notify the Homeless Liaison in the District of Residence by phone within 24 hours or as soon as possi-
ble 2 and in writing, with a copy to both district’s Business Administrators.

Include a copy of the Enrollment Questionnaire and any supporting documentation to the Liaison and
Business Administrator in the District of Residence.

Notify the appropriate district personnel that the student is McKinney-Vento eligible and hence categor-
ically eligible for free breakfast and lunch.

Prepare board motion to request board approval.

Student who previously dtended your district ( District of ResidenceDOR), registers for school inanother dis-
trict (District of Temporary ResidenceDOTR)

You will learn about these students by either receiving a phone call from the school district in
which the family has registered the student(s), receiving a letter, email, or learning that a tuition
bill was received by the Business Office.

Conduct a telephone interview to determine the facts and verify their status as McKinney-Vento eligi-
ble:

“What caused you to leave “Your District Name?"
“Are you staying [in the District of Temporary Residence] temporarily? Out of necessity?

Apprise them of their right to return to Your District.

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If family chooses to enroll in District of Temporary Residence, prepare board mation to request
board approval to pay tuition.

If family chooses to return to Your District, follow procedure for “Student Requires Transpor-
tation from Another District / Location” below

District Liaisons are encouraged to maintain regular communication with families experiencing
homelessness. It is advised that communication takes place at least quarterly, to determine if any
changes in living conditions have occurred.

Conduct a telephone interview to determine the facts and verify their status as McKinney-Vento eligi-
ble.

Request transportation in accordance with you district’s procedure.

Make a request to the attendance officer that the student be excused from school absenteeism from the
first date of displacement through the date that the student is able to access transportation. IT IS CRIT-
ICAL THAT THE STUDENT IS ENROLLED IN, AND ATTENDING SCHOOL IMMEDIATELY.

One-Year Change of Residencysee chart on age 4)

After a family has been living in the District of Temporary Residence for one year, they become “domiciled”
for the purposes of residency. Fiscal responsibility is passed from the District of Residence to the District of
Temporary Residence. This affects the district in both circumstances; when your district is the District of
Residence, tuition payments terminate after a year; when it is the District of Temporary Residence, tuition
receipts terminate after one year.

Your District -Responsibility: If the family has been living in your district (DOTR), but has been attending
school in the District of Residence (DOR). Contact parent to determine if;

District of Temporary ResidenceResponsible:If the family has been living in another school district, and
Your District (District of Residence) has been paying tuition.

Contact homeless liaison of District of Temporary Residence and send written notification that the fam-
ily will become domiciled as of the one-year anniversary.

Alert Business Office that the one-year anniversary is approaching so they know not to pay tuition past
one-year anniversary date.




Student Information System(SIS)

An SIS is useful for a number of purposes in working with displaced students. First, it can replace your need
to keep homeless lists or databases. Secondly, you can share information with anyone who has access to the
SIS. Lastly, state reporting that occurs around mid-October is pulled from the SIS, so keeping student data
accurate makes state reporting easier for everyone involved. PLEASE KEEP YOUR SIS PERSONNEL IN
THE COMMUNICATION PATH. ACCURATE DATAWILL ENSURE ACCURATE REPORTING
AND MAY SUPPORT FUNDING INITATIVES.

Special Circumstances

DCP&P formerly (DYFS) placementsst situations where DCP&P places students with family members, the
students are eligible under McKinney-Vento only if the placement is temporafiye. DCP&P is arranging for
foster care, but in the meantime, the student(s) are staying with family members). For children placed in out-
of-home placement, the district of residence is responsible for the provision of school transportation in ac-
cordance with N.J.S.A. 30:4C-26(c). The Resource District is responsible for ASSISTING in arranging
transportation, if requested by the educational stability liaison.

If the placement by DCP&P is permanent (i.e. a foster placement), it is not a matter for the homeless liaison;
rather, it is covered by the Educational Stability Law.

After a family establishes a permanent residence, two things are important to remember:

1 Students are still eligible for free breakfast and lunch for the remainder of the school year;

9 Parents may request that the student remain in your district even if their new residence is outside of
the district. This is allowable; however, the district is not required to provide transportation. It is
worth consulting with Transportation to determine if they would consider continuing transportation,
but again, it is not required under McKinney-Vento.

Disputes

If you cannot reach an agreement with a district regarding determination of McKinney-Vento eligibility
(homelessness) between the District of Residence or District of Temporary Residence (i.e. Enrollment), you
must request mediation from the County Office of Education. Send a letter with your findings and any ac-
companying documentation, to your County Office of Education. If the district with whom you disagree is in
another county, send a copy to that district’s County Office of Education also.
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Glossary

District of Residence(DOR): School district that the student attended when permanently housed or the
school in which the student was last enrolled before becoming homeless.

District of Temporary Residencg DOTR): School district in which a homeless student is currently living.

Doubled Up: Children and youth who are sharing the housing of others due to loss of housing, economic
hardship, or a similar reason are covered by the McKinney-Vento Act.

Transitional Shelter or Housing: People who are living in such placements are considered homeless under

McKinney-Vento. They are often shelters under a different name, although some are more like apartments or
individual units. Some provide apartment-type dwellings for families or unaccompanied teenage students.

Note: A student can be homeless in the district of residence. If their temporary residence is in
the same town/districtas their original permanent residencethe DOR and DOTR are the same.

(a) When the homeless child is enrolled in a school district other than the school district of
residence, the school district of residence shall pay to the school district of enrollment the tuition
costs pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:38-19 until the parent establishes a permanent residence or is
deemed domiciled in another jurisdiction pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:38-1.d. At that time, the
school district of residence shall no longer pay tuition to the school district of enrollment.
(b) The school district of residence shall list the child on its annual Application for State School
Aid (ASSA) pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:7F-33 until the parent establishes a 11 permanent residence
or is deemed domiciled in another jurisdiction pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:38-1.d. At that time, the
school district of residence shall no longer list the student on its ASSA.
(c) The State shall assume fiscal responsibility for the tuition of the child pursuant to N.J.S.A.
18A:7B-12.1 and shall pay the tuition to the school district in which the child is currently enrolled
until the parent establishes a permanent residence or is deemed domiciled in another jurisdiction
pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:38-1.d, under the following circumstances:
1. If the school district of residence cannot be determined for the homeless child;
2. If the school district of residence is outside of the State; or
3. If a child resides in a Department of Community Affairs-licensed emergency shelter or
transitional living facility due to domestic violence for more than a year combined for the
duration of the placement pursuant to P.L. 2012, c. 80 (N.J.S.A. 18A:7B-12.d).
i. When the State assumes fiscal responsibility for the tuition of a homeless child,
the State shall pay to the school district in which the child is enrolled the weighted
base per pupil amount calculated pursuant to N.J.S.A. 18A:7F-49 and the appropri-
ate security and special education categorical aids per pupil pursuant to N.J.S.A.
18A:7F-55 and 56.

In a shelter

Doubled up with other people due to loss of housing or economic hardship

Your school-age children may qualify for certain rights and protections under the
federal McKinney-Vento Act.

Your eligible children have the right to:
* Receive a free, appropriate public education.

* Enroll in school immediately, even if lacking documents normally required
for enrollment.

* Enroll in school and attend classes while the school gathers needed documents.

* Enroll in the local school; or continue attending their school of origin (the school
they attended when permanently housed or the school in which they were last
enrolled), if that is your preference and is feasible.

* If the school district believes that the school you select is not in the best
interest of your children, then the district must provide you with a written
explanation of its position and inform you of your right to appeal its decision.

* Receive transportation to and from the school of origin, if you request this.

* Receive educational services comparable to those provided to other students,
according to your children’s needs.

If you believe your children may be eligible, contact the local liaison to find out what services and
supports may be available. There also may be supports available for your preschool-age children.
